	SingUp R: I’ve got a grumpy face: timbre (type of sound eg shout or whisper), beat, pitch
· Make up words and actions about emotions
· Explore sound with voices and percussion instruments to create different feelings and moods

	SingUp R: Witch, witch, witch: call and response, pitch, timbre

	SingUp Y3: I’ve been to Harlem: pitch, ostinato, round, pentatonic
· Compose a pentatonic ostinato
· Sing – hold long notes – breathing
· Play melodic and rhythmic accompaniments
· Identify direction of pitch changes

	Christmas performance: singing
· Sing in tune with use of notation to support (eg display score from SingUp etc)
· Perform simple melodic and rhythmic parts (eg rounds) with awareness of others
· Follow warm-up techniques
· Articulate words clearly
· Increasing control of gradual dynamics
· Perform as an ensemble/choir with awareness of others and blending

	Play the recorder:
· Hold instrument correctly (left hand at top)
· Play with good posture and use of diaphragm resulting in good tone
· Learn simple standard notation – treble clef; notes B A G top C low E – crotchet, quaver and rests
· Understand difference between 3/4 and 4/4 time signatures
· Improvise and compose short sequences
· Perform a range of pieces with a sense of ensemble and awareness of others
· Evaluate own performance

· Use notes C E G (recorder or untuned percussion)
