Dear Parents/Carers,
We are really proud and excited that we have a swimming pool and we will be swimming after half term. For those who haven’t experienced swimming at Southover before, we would like to explain a bit more about how it runs and what to expect. 

On the day your child has swimming (timetable attached), the children will need to bring: 
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A swimming costume/swimming trunks (no bikinis please)

· A towel

· A swimming hat (soft nylon ones are easier to get on and off than silicone ones). 

If your child has a verruca or has ‘athletes foot’ then they must wear a special sock to swim.

Please provide the swimming kit in a separate bag (not just their normal school bag) so all wet things can go in once changed. Please name everything!
Eve Dorowoju is our swimming teacher who will lead the lessons and we will provide floats and noodles to support them in the sessions. Children do not use armbands or rings. 

Most children should be able to touch the bottom; it has a standard 0.9m depth. We do not encourage the use of goggles but children would need to be able to put them on themselves.
Children usually get changed in their classrooms and put all of their clothes into their swim bags. Some children come in wearing their swimming things underneath their uniform to make things even easier. They will wear their shoes and carry their bags and towels to the pool. They will get changed back into their clothes at the pool. Please ensure they have a sweatshirt or fleece with them on swim days even if the weather is fine so they can keep warm at poolside. Please name everything!

Swimming lessons are part of our PE curriculum so all children should be taking advantage of the opportunities each time. If your child is not able to swim on a particular day then please send in a note so we can keep records and track any concerns. The Friends pay for the upkeep and running costs of the pool so the £10 suggested donation enables this to continue. This is available on Parent Pay or via the Just Giving App. Please contribute £10 (or go larger) so we can keep our pool going.
