Retell religious stories making connections with personal experiences

F1 - Why is the word of ‘God’ so important to Christians?
Outcomes:
Talk about things they find interesting, puzzling, or wonderful and also about their own experiences and feelings about the world

Outcomes:

Recognise and retell stories connected with celebration of Easter
Say why Easter is a special time for Christians

Talk about ideas af new life in natuwre

Recognise some symhols Christians use during Holy Week, e.g. palm leaves, cross, eggs, etc., and make connections with signs of new life in natwre

Talk ahout some wuys Christions remember these stories at Easter.

Key Vocabulary:
Celebrute, Palm, Palm Sunday, Palm Cross, Donkey, Easter Sunday, Cross, Resurrection, Easter Garden, Easter Egg, Easter Egg Hunt.
